Say a number to your child and ask them to
say ‘one more’ and ‘one less’.

Say a number to your child and ask them to
say ‘10 more’ and ‘10 less’.

Practice simple additions and subtractions —
encourage your child to use their fingers if
they need to.

Practice writing numbers up to 100 in words
Count up in 2’s, group objects in 2’s.
Practise counting in 3s, 5s and 10s.

Practise telling the time together to 5 minute
intervals

Times Tables Rockstars is excellent for
practising times tables recall. Please ensure
your child is regularly logging on to practise
their times tables.
