Students will learn to develop their conversational skills via some new topics: transport, direction and movement. They will learn to conjugate the high- frequency verb ‘to go’ and use it in context.

	 Pleased to Meet You
Students will apply previous skills and knowledge of topic areas such as spellings and jobs and they will have a chance to recap their prior knowledge from Year 3 and Year 4. They will learn to express their emotions and to talk about the future, using two different tenses. 
All About Ourselves
In this All About Ourselves unit, Students will apply previous knowledge of topic areas such as clothes and the body, developing their vocabulary at the same time. They will learn to describe their own appearance and are introduced to some key grammatical features of French, such as the position and agreement of adjectives.

	Family and Friends
In this Family and Friends unit, Students will apply previous skills and knowledge of topic areas such as animals, homes and family to extend their conversation abilities. They will expand their vocabulary and consolidate their understanding of descriptive language, including subjective descriptions.

Students will apply previous skills and knowledge of topic areas such as numbers and dates, extending this to talk about key events in French history. They will be introduced to one of the common past tenses in the French language, and learn to give dates of birth/death for famous French people.

TOPIC
	All about me
Students will practise general conversation and greetings.
Students will learn to talk about themselves. Name age, personality and zodiaques signs. 

All in a Day
Students will learn numbers 0-100 
Students will learn how to tell the time: o’clock, half past, quarter past, quarter to and 5-minute intervals. They will learn how to use 24 hour times and the way in which the French represent a.m. and p.m. The children use airport arrival and departure boards and a school timetable to consolidate and practise the skills learned.

	Pen pal project

Students write a letter to in both English and French to pen pals in France. They introduce themselves as well as write about their daily routine and school day.
This is France!
Students learn to conjugate verb to live. Students will visit a French town virtually and Students will learn names of places and how to give directions.
They also recap numbers by pretending to shop in France. Role play to practise vocabulary learnt.

	This is France!
 Students will learn vocabulary related to France in particular, Paris. They will learn specific vocabulary to describe France's neighbours and cities. They will learn the French names for famous French landmarks and how to describe what people do when they visit Paris. 
More to Explore
This unit students will consolidate their French knowledge and skills focusing on key areas of language learning: Students will read texts on Famous French people and learn to deduce meaning from texts. They will consolidate what have learnt in French in KS2 and is a perfect transition before progressing to KS3.
