Top Tips

please speak to your child’s teacher.

If your child creates their own song, this can make the times tables even more
memorable.

Order of difficulty — Ask your child to order these facts from the easiest to the most
challenging. Can they explain why some facts are easier to remember? Then focus on
practising the most challenging facts.
