HELPFUL RESOURCES YOU CAN USE AT HOME

ENGLISH
Go to the library to explore authors and books you or
your child may enjoy.

At home you could

e Read your child’s reading scheme book every night
for 30 minutes.

e Encourage your child to read their school library
book (at least one a week).

e Explore new vocabulary and link with ideas and your

child’s own experience of the world.
e Encourage your child to explain their reasoning
behind any everyday inferences they may make.
e As we are currently learning about wolves,
researching this topic would be most useful!

Make sure that your child gets homework done. Let
your child know that you think education is important
and that homework needs to be done each day. This
includes their daily reading which is recorded in their
reading record each day.

You can help your child with homework by setting aside a

special place to study, establishing a regular time for
homework, and removing distractions such as the
television and social phone calls during homework time.

At home you could

e  Ensure that your child’s weekly homework is
completed

e See how fast your child can count forwards and
backwards. See if they can get to 1,000,000 - build
up to it if they can’t

e Practise their times tables and related division facts

e  Find missing numbers in a simple number sequence

e  Write out some decimal numbers or fractions and
see if your child can order them from smallest to
largest

e Practise telling the time on an analogue and digital
clock

e Ask children to work out the cost of things in the
shops, including if they were 10% cheaper or 15%
more expensive

e  Practise halving and doubling including decimal
numbers

e  Apply their knowledge to solve problems that occur
in everyday life i.e. Is it cheaper to pay a workman by
the hour or by the job?

e  Estimate the perimeter of your garden or rooms in
your house
